The Young Foundation research
 suggests that those most in need include those suffering from multiple (three or more) needs or problems or those in 'deep exclusion'. Such groups of people with entrenched needs, it is suggested, include people with moderate to severe mental health problems, young problem drug users, young offenders, children in care, those lacking numeracy and literacy and 16-18 year olds not in employment, education or training (NEET).
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The authors also note that other groups might be added to the list:

· Offenders and ex‐offenders
· Functional literacy
· Exclusion and ‘missing children'
· Undocumented migrants
· Sex workers
· Travelling communities
· Mental health

· Homelessness

· Drugs and alcohol
This list is not exhaustive and only aims to suggest some of the groups that are of relevance to this discussion. Other groups might include: those who are long‐term unemployed; children in care; dementia and Alzheimer's sufferers; children who have run‐away from home; and victims of domestic violence.
